Recording Unspent Extenuating Circumstances (EC’s) at Results stage

Background

In accordance with regulation E1.6 of the university ‘Regulations for Awards’, Course assessment boards are required to take recognised unspent EC’s into account when deciding a candidate’s classification.  We have been asked by Registry to find a way to record this on ASIS so it can be considered at CAB’s when classifying degrees.
Please note:  An unspent EC is when a student has submitted and had approved EC’s for a module, but for which they have actually submitted for the original assessment date (no extensions).  The EC therefore remains unspent as the passing mark is recorded and the module deemed as passed.
Protocol
Where EC’s have been approved and used, ie the student has not handed in for the first CAB, but hands in for the resit CAB then this is recorded in the normal way.

Where EC’s have been approved and not used (ie the student had handed in by the initial submission date), then the following procedure applies:
Procedure
· Input the mark achieved against the relevant element of assessment, but ensure the grade is EC (ie 56 EC).
· Calculate the overall result and provided this is 40% or more then the result will automatically calculate to a passing mark and grade.
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At CAB’s
· The CAB grid presented at the meeting (either from cats/cams reporting or SAR8) will show that the individual component of eg 56 EC was an unspent EC, and therefore this can be taken into account when classifying the award.
